PARTIES:

1 [Forest training owner/Manager] (‘Licensor’)
2 [Name of training organisation [(‘Licensee’)] 
BACKGROUND
A. The Licensor owns or manages the Forest. 
B. The Licensor's role includes regulating the access of various commercial operators and interests to the Forest.
C. The Licensor has agreed to grant to the Licensee the right of access to an area of the Forest (‘Land’) for the purposes of conducting experiential training and teaching sessions, such access to be on the terms and conditions contained in this Agreement.

COVENANTS
In consideration of the payment of [$1.00] by the Licensee the receipt of which is acknowledged by the Licensor, the parties agree as follows:
3 In this agreement unless the context otherwise requires.
3.1 Definitions:
‘Agreement’ means this Agreement and its Schedule and attachments.
‘Bond’ means the sum set out in the Schedule paid by the Licensee and held by the Licensor in accordance with clause 2.

‘Commencement Date’ means the commencement date of this Agreement as specified in the Schedule.
‘Contractor’ means the operator of a workforce in the Forest under contract or otherwise with the Licensor. For the purposes of this Agreement, the Licensor’s Contractors have primary control of the Forest Workplace and are therefore ‘controllers of the place of work’. The term ‘Approved Contractor’ shall mean a Contractor who is approved by the Licensor to have primary control of the Forest Workplace that is the subject of a Study Licence 
‘Contractor Acknowledgement’ means an acknowledgement by the Contractor of full acceptance of all the duties and obligations that a Contractor as controller of the place of work has toward the Licensee and its Invitees, in terms of the requirements of this Agreement and the Health and Safety in Employment Act 1992 (‘HSE Act’).
‘Crown Forestry License’ means the license under the Crown Forest Assets Act 1989 pursuant to which the Licensor occupies the Land.
‘Forest’ means the forest or forests owned or managed by the Licensor and referred to in the Schedule and within which Forest is the Workplace.
‘HSE Act’ means the Health and Safety in Employment Act 1992.

‘Information Memorandum’ means the information requirements as set out in clause 4 and provided in the manner set out in the form attached, which is filed as a Training Access Request.

‘Land’ means that area of the Forest that is the Workplace together with its access ways and as described in the Training Access Request. 
‘Licensee’ means the Training Organisation and includes employees, agents, contractors, subcontractors, supervisors, trainees, invitees and visitors of the Licensee.
‘Licensor’ means the Forest Owner or Forest Manager and includes employees, agents, contractors, subcontractors, invitees and visitors of the Licensor.

‘Study Licence’ means an approved Training Access Request to the Forest and includes the rules for such access as set out in the Study Licence Rules and any other terms agreed between the Approved Contractor and the Licensee.
‘Study Licence Rules’ means those rules that apply during the Tenure Period being the Study Licence Rules attached hereto as amended by the Licensor from time to time.
‘Supervisor’ means a FITEC registered trainer having a minimum two years experience as an industry trainer and a minimum five years forestry experience
‘Tenure Period’ means a defined period of training time, as set out in the Information Memorandum for the named Trainees to undertake Training upon the Land.
‘Term’ means that period of time set out in the Schedule, starting from the Commencement Date of this Agreement, during which the Licensor will permit the Licensee Training Access pursuant to the Study Licences.
‘Trainee’ means a student enrolled for one or more of the unit standards with the Licensee at the time that they enter the Land.
‘Training’ means experiential training and teaching sessions as part of the teaching curricula for unit standards for forest industry specific training conducted by the Licensee.
‘Training Access’ means access to the Land in the Forest by the approved parties for Training for the Tenure Period.
‘Training Access Request’ means a request for Training Access as provided for in clause 4 and taking the form set out in the Information Memorandum.
‘Working Day’ means each of Monday to Saturday in each week from 7am to 4pm except for public holidays and the period from 24 December to 5 January inclusive in a year. 
‘Workplace’ or, when work is not in a static area, the site of ‘Contractor Operation’, shall mean that part of the Forest where the Licensor’s Contractor is undertaking forestry work.
3.2 General construction of licence agreement: In interpreting this agreement the following rules must be applied unless construction of the context otherwise requires:
a Headings to clauses are for reference only and are not an aid in interpretation.

b References to statutory provisions will be construed as references to those provisions as they may be amended or re-enacted or as their application is modified by other provisions from time to time.

c References to clauses or schedules are to the clauses of or the schedules to this agreement, and any schedules referred to form part of this agreement.

d References to currency are to New Zealand currency unless stated otherwise.

e References to a party are to a party to this agreement.

f This agreement does not apply to successors in title and/or assigns and is personal to the parties.

g All periods of time include the day on which the period commences and also the day on which the period ends.

h Any date which is not a Working Day, upon or by which anything is due to be done by any party, will be deemed to be a reference to the next Working Day.

i Words importing the plural include the singular and vice versa and words importing gender import all genders.

j Any obligation `not to do' something will be deemed to include an obligation not to suffer, permit or cause that thing to be done

4 License purpose
4.1 The Licensor hereby licenses and authorises the Licensee during the term of this Agreement to access from time-to-time and use those parts of the Land set out in all approved Training Access Requests for the agreed Tenure Periods for the purposes of conducting Training on the terms and conditions set out in this Agreement and also incorporated in each Study Licence.

5 License bond

5.1 The Licensee shall pay to the Licensor the Bond set out in the Schedule upon execution of this Agreement, and in any event prior to the making of any Training Access Request.  The Bond shall be held in trust by the Licensor to provide an immediate reserve against costs incurred by the Licensor as a consequence of Training Access to the Forest and Workplace including to establish/re-establish any security feature upon the Land as may be deemed necessary by the Licensor.
5.2 The Bond is valid for the Term of this Agreement regardless of the number or Study Licences issued by the Licensor accesses. The Bond is not a payment or a benefit made to the Licensor and is refundable at the sole discretion of the Licensor.
6 Training Access Request

6.1 Four weeks prior to the date when entry to the Land is sought, the Licensee will request right of access to the Forest by completing Items 1-6 of the Information Memorandum and filing that Information Memorandum as a Training Access Request with the Licensor. The Licensor shall consider the Licensee’s Information Memorandum and, within one week of the Training Access Request, advise the list of Approved Contractors and suitable Land and Workplace options to the Licensee. 
6.2 Decline or modify access: The Licensor and its Approved Contractors reserve the right to decline or modify a Training Access Request in their sole discretion. Where the modification made by the Licensor or the Approved Contractor greatly impacts on the Licensee's training plan or training objectives, the Licensee may file a new Training Access Request without prejudice or penalty to the assessment of that further request.
6.3 When the Approved Contractor and the Workplace is selected by the Licensee and at least 2 weeks before commencement of the Tenure Period, the Licensee shall file the Information Memorandum with the Approved Contractor, who shall settle the terms and conditions of the Study Licence and both the Licensee and the Approved Contractor shall then sign a Contractor Acknowledgement and provide a copy to the Licensor's Health & Safety Manager with an Information Memorandum, and further copies to the Licensee and the Approved Contractor.
6.4 The signed copy of the Contractor's Acknowledgement shall be attached to the Information Memorandum at which time the Training Access Request becomes an Approved Training Access Request and the Study Licence incorporating the Study Licence Rules for the Tenure Period is activated.
6.5 Hazard training: Prior to entering the Land the Licensee warrants that it has provided a workplace hazard management training session for the Trainees. For hazard minimisation, the Licensee warrants that the Trainees have received protective clothing and equipment and the Licensee has complied with all the employer duties found in section 10 of the HSE Act.
6.6 Information Memorandum
The Licensee shall provide the following information in the Information Memorandum:

a Full name, date of birth, skills and qualifications of all the Trainees and Supervisors the Licensee wishes to access the Land pursuant to the Study License;
b persons who are responsible as Supervisors,

c course name, duration, curriculum and objectives,

d equipment to be brought onto the Land by the Licensee (including registration details of any vehicles),

e the total days' duration for the planned Training,

f the Licensor's Approved Contractor, and Land selected by the Licensee for Training. (if known)
7 Licensee's obligations
7.1 During the term of this Agreement the Licensee shall:

a use the Land only for the purposes as set out in clause 2.1 and shall not be entitled to use the Land for any other purpose;

b have due regard to the water and soil conservation constraints and any other environmental considerations applying to the Land together with any special conditions (notice of which is given to the Licensee) to which the Land may from time to time be subject, including, without limitation, any resource consents, the Licensor's environmental policies and any environmental certification requirements that the Licensor may be subject to and that it advises to the Licensee, and the Licensee shall not do anything which shall cause the Licensor to be in breach of its obligations or damage the reputation of the Licensor;

c not plant or raise any crop on the Land;

d not assign, sublet, mortgage, charge or otherwise dispose of the Licensee's rights under this agreement;

e not cut down any trees, or clear forest produce or bush, other than in accordance with a lesson plan, and only with the prior written approval of the Licensor and the consent of the Contractor whose operation the lesson is being conducted in;

f not at any time do or omit to do anything in or upon the Land to the annoyance, nuisance, damage or disturbance of the owners or occupiers of any adjoining land or to any contractors or staff of the Licensor;

g not to erect any buildings;

h protect all survey marks on the Land;

i not disturb or remove any places or items of historical, archaeological or cultural significance whether known, discovered or unearthed during the term of this agreement;

j take all reasonable steps to prevent damage to roads, culverts and bridges;

k not light any fires on any Land that the Licensor manages without the prior written approval of the relevant fire authority and the Licensor;

l hold fire suppression insurance, the amount of which is determined by the Licensor;

m be liable to the Licensor for all fire suppression costs incurred and for all damage to trees and other property of the Licensor resulting from fire originating on the Land and caused by or arising directly from any act or omission of any person entering on to the land under authority of this License;

n duly comply with and observe all the provisions of all Acts of Parliament (including but not limited to The Forests Act 1949, The Forest and Rural Fire Act 1977, The Resource Management Act 1991 and The Health and Safety in Employment Act 1992, Animal Welfare Act 1999, Hazardous Substances and New Organisms At 1996 or any Acts passed in amendment or substitution thereof) and all regulations and bylaws issued by any competent authority which from time to time may be applicable to the Licensee's activities covered under this agreement.
8 Compliance with rules and procedures

8.1 The Licensee shall at all times comply with such rules, directions and procedures as the Licensor or the Approved Contractor may make, issue or institute in order to ensure compliance with the terms of any relevant policy, safety rules, statutes and regulations.
9 Health and Safety

9.1 The Licensee shall take all practicable steps to ensure that no act or omission by the Licensee:
a Amounts to a hazard or harm to the Licensee, the Licensor or any visitor lawfully on the Land; or
b Amounts to a breach of any duty or obligation that the Licensee may owe under the HSE Act and any amendments thereto; or
c Gives rise to, or is likely to give rise to, the issue of an improvement or prohibition notice, infringement fees, enforcement proceedings or a prosecution under the HSE Act against the Licensor or the Contractors.

9.2 The Licensee shall not, either directly or indirectly, pay the Licensor and shall not undertake activities that include buying or inspecting goods from whose sale the Licensor derives or would derive any gain or reward.
10 Health and Safety - Licensee's obligations

10.1 Without limiting the Licensee's obligations pursuant to this Agreement the Licensee shall:

a give the Licensor notice (as stipulated by the Training Access Request) when requesting any right of access to any Forest owned, operated or managed by the Licensor. This shall be for the purposes of the Licensor to evaluate and establish the suitability of the Land and the Contractors to undertake the requested period of Training; 

b accept the right of the Licensor to determine the suitability of the Land and to evaluate Contractors for the purposes of experiential training, namely, Contractors will be evaluated under the Licensor's contractor evaluation system and the Licensor's decisions are final. The Licensor will provide to the Licensee, information regarding suitable Land and Approved Contractors within one week of such request;

c meet the requirements of the health and safety management system as managed by the Contractor engaged by the Licensor at all times during access to the Land. This shall include full compliance with the Contractor's drug and alcohol policy;
d upon receipt of the list of Approved Contractors, approach only Approved Contractors to settle the terms of the Training;
e receive permission from the Contractor to engage in Training and sign the Contractor's Acknowledgement, namely:
i this acknowledgement restates section 3E of the HSE Act that the Licensee is an employee of the Contractor (being the entity providing the Training or work experience); and

ii the Contractor shall covenant to treat the Licensees as if they are regular employees at all times while the Licensees are upon the Land;
f assess the suitability of the Contractor and the Land for the purposes of the Training, by ongoing evaluation such that the Licensee accepts liability (under the HSE Act) if the Contractor fails to maintain approved status, and knowingly, the Licensee allowed such poor performance by the Contractor to continue and/or poor conditions to develop and someone was harmed;
g ensure Licensees carry evidence of their identity and authority to have access to the Land and that they provide such evidence when so requested by a representative of the Licensor;
h take all practicable steps to ensure the Licensees at all times comply with and observe the provisions of statutes, regulations and bylaws in operation and affecting the Land and the substance of this agreement.

10.2 Health and Safety - Licensee/Licensor obligations
a If the Licensee is given access to the Land and there is no other work being undertaken on that Land and no Approved Contractor to manage the Workplace, while the training is carried out, the Licensee shall assume full responsibility for the safety of the Workplace and all obligations under the HSE, except the Licensor's warning duty under HSE Act section 16(3).
11 Health and Safety - Information memorandum

11.1 The Licensee warrants that it will provide the Licensor with full information about all persons entering upon the Land under the Study Licences for the purposes of enabling the Licensor to meet its obligations under sections 16 of the HSE Act. The Licensee further indemnifies the Licensor for the actions and inactions of the Trainees that the Licensee requests to access the Land pursuant to the Study License. 
12 Alcohol and drugs
12.1 Without limiting the Licensee's obligations pursuant to clause 8.1(c), the Licensee shall (including without limitation): 

a test all persons named in the Information Memorandum for the presence of drugs and alcohol;

b ensure that Licensees are not in possession or under the influence of, or impaired by alcohol, or any other drugs while performing obligations pursuant to this Agreement, while upon the Land;
c ensure that the Licensees are not involved in any way in the manufacture, cultivation or raising of any illegal substance, plant, crop or other drug upon the Land pursuant to this agreement.

12.2 Where a Licensee tests positive for drugs or alcohol, the Licensee must disclose the fact that there has been a positive test, and the action taken in respect of that test, to the Licensor. This disclosure shall be in harmony with privacy laws and be as an addendum to the information memorandum.

12.3 The Licensee shall implement and maintain a drug and alcohol management policy which conforms to the Plantation Forestry Code of Practice - Eliminating Drugs and Alcohol from the Workplace, including:

a pre-forest entry drug testing for the Licensees;
b reasonable cause testing for the Licensees where there is reasonable cause or suspicion of drug or alcohol misuse;
c random testing for the Licensees when in safety sensitive work; follow-up or post rehabilitation testing for the Licensees that have tested positive to confirm worthiness for safety sensitive work.

13 Insurance

13.1 The Licensee shall maintain at its cost adequate insurance cover (including, but not limited to, public liability insurance cover) to indemnify itself and the Licensor. 
13.2 The Licensee shall obtain the approval of the Licensor in relation to the insurer and amount insured relative to the activities to be undertaken by the Licensee and in performing its obligations under this Agreement.

13.3 In relation to public liability insurance cover, the Licensee shall maintain cover of not less than $5,000,000 with a special indemnity of $250,000 to cover fire suppression costs for the Licensor.

13.4 The Licensee will furnish to the Licensor certificates of insurance evidencing the coverage it maintains pursuant to this clause 11 and the Licensee shall not materially change the scope or amount of insurance cover maintained by the Licensee or the insurer without the prior written consent of the Licensor.

14 Indemnity

14.1 The Licensee shall fully indemnify and keep fully indemnified the Licensor from and against all loss or damage suffered or incurred by the Licensor of any kind as a consequence of any act or omission on the part of the Licensee and including but not limited to:

a any charges or expenses incurred by the Licensor in respect of any damage to the Land or any trees or machinery or equipment on the Land resulting from any negligent act or omission; and

b any breach of any relevant Crown Forestry License or other agreement that the Licensor may have with the Forest’s owner which is caused by the Licensee failing to comply with any rules, directions and procedures notified by the Licensor including those rules, directions or procedures designed to ensure compliance with the protective covenants, public access easements and rights of public entry contained in the Crown Forestry License.
15 Licensor Access

15.1 The Licensor shall have the right at all times to enter upon the Land, but in doing so shall ensure that the Licensee's lawful actions under this Agreement are not unreasonably interfered with or harmed.
16 Suspension

16.1 The Licensor shall be entitled by giving written notice to the Licensee to immediately suspend any or all of the Licensee's rights to access the Land under this Agreement including under any activated Study Licence for such periods as it deems necessary if the following should occur:
a The Licensor's right or ability to manage the Land is suspended for any reason; or
b ​Breaches of any of the health and safety provisions contained in this Agreement or of any Contractor's health and safety management system, safety critical rules, road safety rules, which the Licensor, in its sole discretion, believes are not serious breaches such that termination under clause 15 of this Agreement is an appropriate remedy; or
c Default by the Licensee of any of its other obligations under this Agreement; or
d If the Licensor is advised by any of its Contractors that the Licensee's access to the Land or the Licensee's activities are interfering with the Contractor's ability to perform their obligations to the Licensor; or
e Closure of the Land for any reason.
16.2 Suspension - Written notice: The written notice to the Licensee shall specify the reason for the suspension and the period for which the suspension is necessary, and shall provide the Licensee with the opportunity to air its views on the suspension.
17 Termination
17.1 Notwithstanding the Term, the Tenure Period, or clause 14, this Agreement may be terminated by the Licensor:
a Immediately if the Licensee:
i commits what the Licensor in its sole and absolute discretion considers to be a serious breach of the Licensee's obligations under this Agreement; or

ii in the opinion of the Licensor in its sole and absolute discretion, repeats or continues, after having been warned in writing, any other breach of the terms of this Agreement; or

iii commits any act or omission which, in the opinion of the Licensor in its sole and absolute discretion, causes or is likely to cause damage to the Licensor's business or reputation

b If the Bond hereby reserved or any part thereof shall be in arrears and unpaid for the space of eighteen (18) Working Days; or

c If the Licensee fails to duly and punctually perform any of its obligations pursuant to this agreement, and such failure continues for twenty-four (24) Working Days after the Licensor serves written notice on the Licensee requiring the default to be remedied (regardless of whether or not the Licensee has already been suspended for that failure to perform their obligations); or

d With immediate effect, if in the opinion of the Licensor a state of high fire risk or any other emergency arises on the Land; or

e If the Licensee becomes insolvent or is served with a bankruptcy notice; or 

f lf following a suspension of this Agreement under clause 14 the Licensor believes, in it's sole and absolute discretion that the circumstances leading to that suspension or the conduct of the Licensee since that suspension (including, for the avoidance of doubt whatever steps the Licensee may have taken to address any cause of the suspension) are such that, at the expiry of that period of suspension, termination is a more appropriate course of action; or

g On 6 month's notice.
17.2 Termination of this clause does not release the Licensee from any liability for any previous breach, non-observance or non​ performance of the terms and conditions of the License Agreement.
18 No Liability
18.1 The Licensor shall not be liable to the Licensee for any direct or indirect claims, losses, costs, damages, expenses and other charges incurred or sustained and which arise directly or indirectly as the result of any suspension, termination or cancellation of this Agreement by the Licensor in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.
19 No lease

19.1 Nothing in this Agreement shall create or be construed as creating any tenancy or conferring upon the Licensee any interest by way of lease or otherwise in the Land or any part thereof.
20 Entry

20.1 This License authorises entry onto the Land only as specified in each Study Licence and Approved Training Access Request. It does not authorise entry onto any other land owned or controlled by the Licensor which is not the subject of an Information Memorandum.
21 Notices

21.1 All notices under this Agreement will be deemed to be effective if personally delivered or if sent by post, e-mail or facsimile to the address or facsimile number of the party to be notified as set out in the Schedule.
22 Entire agreement

22.1 This Agreement contains all of the terms of this Agreement in respect of the subject matter hereof and supersedes any prior discussions or arrangements.
23 Waiver

23.1 Any right conferred on a party by this Agreement is in addition and without prejudice to all other rights and remedies available to that party and no exercise or failure to exercise or delay in exercising any right or remedy will constitute a waiver by that party of that or any right or remedy available to it.
24 Amendments

24.1 No amendment to this Agreement will be effective unless it is in writing and signed by all the parties

26 Supervisors
26.1 The Licensee shall ensure that all Supervisors entering the Land on its behalf:

a Are named in the Information Memorandum;

b Are present on site at all times with the Trainee(s);

c Do not attempt to conduct job placements during training;

d Maintain Registered Trainers status in the discipline they are providing supervision for, and provide the Licensor with evidence of that status as required by the Licensor from time to time;

e Maintain a current First Aid qualification, with the minimum standard being Unit Standards 6400, 6401 and 6402 - ‘Manage First Aid in Emergency Situations’

f Hold the FIRS General Requirements module or Unit Standard 17769 - ‘Demonstrate knowledge of the general requirements for employment in a plantation forest’.
27 Work hours

27.1 The Licensee may enter the Land to coincide with the work hours of the Approved Contractor generally the hours lam to 4 pm from Monday to Saturday.
28 Instructions

28.1 At all times, while on the Land, the Licensee shall comply with the Licensor’s instructions and those instructions issued by the Approved Contractor. For the avoidance of confusion, the Licensor's Approved Contractor is the ‘controller of the place of work' when the Licensee is on the Land.
29 Rural Fire Authority plan

29.1 The Licensee shall take all necessary precautions to safeguard against fire, including complying with any restrictions that may be imposed by the Licensor and complying with the [Name of Rural Fire Authority] Rural Fire Authority Fire Plan.
30 Vehicles and driving
30.1 All vehicles that the Licensee wishes to bring on to the Land are subject to the Licensor's permits. In general:

30.2 All vehicles must:

a Comply with the Fire Plan Requirements

b Be warranted, registered and meet LTSA legal requirements

c Display current Licensor vehicle access permits

d Carry one shovel per person and one fire extinguisher (one kilogram) and one first aid kit per vehicle

30.3 All drivers must:

a Apply New Zealand road rules while driving on the Land complying with all signage and speed restrictions.

b Drive with headlights on at all times when inside the forest gate.

c Use the prescribed and/or shortest practicable route to and from the Land.
31 Daily calls

31.1 A representative for the Licensee shall phone the Licensor on the phone number set out in the Information Memorandum each morning before the Licensee enters the Land, advising location, entry and exit times.
